Judging from the information given in your letter, we see no conflict with the requirements of Part 195.
However, there are design requirements not mentioned in your letter (i.e., §195.102, §195.104, §195.112,
§195.118) as well as construction (§195.200), testing (§195.300) and operation and maintenance
requirements (§195.400) which must also be considered in order to be in full compliance with the regulations.
