Thebasic rulefor shipping papersisthat if youtransport any
quantity of any hazardousmaterial, aproperly prepared
shipping paper must accompany the shipment. Thisincludes
materialsidentified ashazardous substances, hazardous
wastes, and marine pollutants. Thebasic rulesfor describing
andidentifying hazardousmateria sintransportation arequite
simple: Mark the package, |abel the package, preparea
shipping paper withdl theinformation, including emergency
responseinformation, and placard thevehicle. Now let’s|ook
at the exceptionsto the basi ¢ rulesregarding shipping papers
that causethemost confusion among people handling
hazardousmaterials.

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Thereare certain shipmentsof hazardous material sthat do not
require description as hazardous material s on ashipping paper.
Some of themore common exceptionsinclude:

Hazardousmaterialswithan ‘A’ incolumn 1 of the
HMT offered or intended for transportation only by
highway, rail, or vessdl, unlessthematerid isidentified
asahazardous substance, ahazardouswaste, or a
marine pollutant and thenitisregulated in al modesof
trangportation;

Hazardousmateriaswith ‘W’ incolumn 1 of theHMT
offered or intended for transportation only by highway,
rail, or air, unlessthe materid isidentified asa
hazardous substance, ahazardouswaste, or amarine
pollutant and thenitisregulated in al modesof
trangportation;

Small quantity shipments prepared in accordancewith
8173.4;

Certain agricultural shipmentsprepared and
trangported in accordancewith 8173.5.

Materia sof Trade shipmentsprepared in accordance
with §173.6;

Certain U.S. Department of Energy and U.S.
Department of Defense shipmentspreparedin
accordancewith 8173.7; and

Shipmentsof ORM-D, unlesstransported by air, in
accordance with §172.200(b) (3).

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Say you are shipping Dibromodifluoromethane by vessdl, with
nointentionthat it will makeany leg of itsjourney by air.

Sinceit doesnot appear in Table 1 or Table 2 of Appendix A,
itisnot ahazardous substance.

Sinceit doesnot appear intheList of Marine Pollutants, itis
not amarine pollutant.

Findly, sinceitisidentified by theletter “A” in Column 1 of the
HMT, and sinceitisnot being offered or intended for
transportation by air, it meetsthefirst shipping paper
exception: “ Shipmentswith aletter “A” incolumn 1 of the
HMT, if shipped by highway, rail, or vessal only”.

So thisshipment of Dibromodifluoromethane, under the
circumstances presented, would not require description asa
hazardousmaterial on ashipping paper.

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A shipping paper must accurately communicate the hazards of
thematerialsbeing transported. The shipping descriptionfor a
hazardousmaterial must includethesesix itemsin the proper
order. Thebasi c descriptionincludesfour of thesesix itemsand
maly be presented in one of two sequences. Thefirst sequence
includesthe proper shipping name, thehazard classor divison
number, theidentification number, and the packing group inthat
order. The second sequence placestheidentification number
first, followed then by the proper shipping name, the hazard
class/divison number, and findly the packing group. Thenext
iteminvolvesthetotal quantity of material inthe package, and
findly thelast item involvesthe number and type of packages
being shipped. Click each button to learn more about each of
theitemsof information that form the shipping description.

Thefour itemsof information that combineto formthebasic
description arefound in Columns 2-5 of theHMT. The
regulationsallow for certain limited modificationsor additionsto
the proper shipping names. Except for combustibleliquids,
subsidiary hazard classor division numbersmust be entered
following the numeric hazard class. Subsidiary hazard class/
divisionrisk(s) should belisted in parenthesisas appropriate.
Theahility to providethe proper responseto ahazardous
materialsincident dependson having the correct identification of
the hazardous materia involved and thismeansaccurately
describing the materia on the shipping paper.

In addition to the basi ¢ description, the shipping paper must
contain anindication by massor volume of thetotal quantity of
the hazardous material being transported. The quantity must
includeaunit of measure, e.g. pounds, gallons, kilograms, etc.
For explosive materias, the quantity must bethe net explosive
mass. Thetotal quantity may appear beforeor after, or both
before and after the basi ¢ description. Theunitsof measurement
and packaging types may be abbreviated.

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The number and type of package(s) must beindicated for each
shipping description. Thetype of packaging must beindicated
by adescription of the package (e.g., 12 drums). The
packaging specification may beincluded with thedescription
(e.g., 12 1H1 drums). The number and type of packaging must
beindicated either before or after the basic description.

Thebasic descriptionisthe primary building block for the
shipping description displayed on each shipping paper
document. You can remember the basi ¢ description sequence
with the mnemonic S.H.I.P, which represents proper Shipping
name, Hazar d classor division number, | .D. number, and
Packing group. Andternate order for theinformation
contained inthebasic description may also beused. The
alternate method usesthe mnemonic |.S.H.P. which represents
|.D. number, proper Shipping name, Hazard classor divison
number, and Packing group. Either sequenceisacceptable, but
the proper order isimportant. An example of thebasic
description using the SHIP method for the basic description
might ook likethis.. If asubsidiary risk isindicated for the
materia being described on the shipping paper, thesubsidiary
risk must be entered on the shipping paper in parenthesi's
immediately following the hazard classnumber. Thissame
material using thealternative sequenceor 1.S.H.P. would

appear likethis.

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Shipmentsmadeunder aDOT Exemption must bear the
notation‘ DOT-E’ followed by the exemption number.
Shipmentsmadeunder DOT Specia Permit must bear the
notation‘ DOT-SP followed by the special permit number.
Although some Exemptionsremaininforce, they arebeing
gradually converted to Special Permits; for thismodule, read
any mention of “ specia permits’ toincludethese exemptions.
Thisentry must be placed on the shipping paper in alocation
wheretheentry can be associated with the appropriate
description to which the Specia Permit applies. DOT Special
Permitsare specific. They detail proceduresthe person holding
the Special Permit, or apersonwhoisparty to aSpecia
Permit, must follow, in order to be exempt from one or more
provisonsof theHMR —soitiscritical that the procedures
outlinedinthe DOT Special Permit befollowed. Otherwise, the
shipment istreated as not exempt from the requirementsof the
HMR fromwhich the person sought relief. If apackageis
shippedtoyou notingaDOT Specia Permit number onits
shipping paper, you may not claim the same Special Permit
when shipping the packagewith new shipping papers, unless
you are named aparty to the Specia Permit. If the shipment
movestoitsfinal destination without preparation of new
shipping papers, however the Specia Permitisstill inforce.

Thetermlimited quantity indicatesthe maximumamount of a
hazardous materia for which thereisaspecificlabeling or
packaging exception. Thenotation‘ Limited Quantity’ or ‘Ltd
Qty’ mustimmediately follow thebas c description of a
hazardousmateria offered and transported asalimited quantity

shipment.

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Some proper shipping names of hazardous substancesdo not
identify the hazardous substance by name. Inthiscase, the
name of the hazardous substance component listed in Appendix
A totheHMT must be entered in parenthesesin association
with the basi ¢ description. For ahazardous substance shipment,
theletters’ RQ must be entered on the shipping paper. Enter
‘RQ’ before or after the basi ¢ description for each hazardous
substance. If thematerial containstwo or more hazardous
substances, at least the two hazardous substanceswith the
lowest’ RQ" must beidentified. In the graphic exampleshown,
Aldrinacid must bein parentheses. For example, 200 pounds
of amixturewith 10% allyl alcohol, would beaquantity of 20
poundsof alyl acohol —lessthan the 100-pound RQ for that
substance.

Descriptionsfor shipping Class 7 (radioactive) materialscan be
quiteinvolved, dueto the precautionstaken to safeguard against
theunique hazardsof radioactive materials.

The description on the shipping paper for an empty packaging
containing theresidue of ahazardousmaterial may includethe
words‘ RESIDUE: Last Contained’ followed by thebasic
description of the hazardous materid residue. Thedescription
on the shipping paper for atank car that containsonly the
residue of ahazardousmaterial mustincludethewords
‘RESIDUE: Last Contained’ followed by the basi ¢ description
of thehazardousmaterial residue.

If a
hazardous material isdescribed on ashipping paper by one of
the proper shipping nameslistedin 8172.101 and identified with
theletter “G” in Column (1) of the HMT, thetechnical name
must be shown in parenthesesin associ ation with the proper
shipping name. Theword “ contains’ a so may be used with the
technical name, if appropriate. Look at the proper shipping
nameentry for Corrosiveliquids, n.o.s.intheHMT. Then.o.s.
description does not namethe hazardous congtituent. Inthis
case, thehazardous congtituent is Caprylyl chloride. Caprylyl
chlorideisnot listed by nameintheHMT but meetsthe
definition of acorrosivemateria.
