c. The inner sides and floor of each barge must be tightly
sheathed with wood and free of any protruding metal
projections such as nails or screws.

e. The hatch covers of the barge must be sealed as
described in the application.

COMPLIANCE: Failure by a person to comply with any of the
following may result in suspension or revocation of this
exemption and penalties prescribed by the Federal hazardous
materials transportation law, 49 U.S.C. 5101 et seq:
