6. SPECIAL PROVISIONS:   


 


a. The packaging must meet or exceed the requirements for 


a UN 1A2 steel drum having a maximum capacity of 30 gallons 


and must be marked in accordance with 49 CFR 178.503 with 


"1A2" marked as the packaging identification code required 


by 49 CFR 178.503 (a)(2).  The minimum thickness of the 


packaging must be at least .9 mm and the packagings must be 


capable of passing the Packing Group II (Y) performance 


standard in accordance with Subpart M of Part 178. 


 


b. These drums may be reused for the transportation of 


solvents, without being subjected to the leakproofness test 


of 49 CFR 173.28(b)(2), subject to the following 


conditions: 


 


(1) Inspection/rejection criteria:  Each drum shall 


be inspected for leakage before refilling and 


shipment.  Any evidence of leakage requires that the 


drum be removed from service.

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a. Applicability:  This approval applies to the 


manufacture in the U.S. of UN1H1 and UN1H2 plastic drums at 


the Packing Group II and III performance levels, by drum 


manufacturers that are members of the Plastic Container 


Institute as listed in Attachment A. 


 


b. Packaging:  Packaging must be UN1H1 and UN1H2 plastic 


drums as described in the approval application and any 


additional information submitted therewith.  The minimum 


thickness of a plastic drum must be in accordance with 49 


CFR 173.28(b)(4). 


 


c. Quality Assurance Program:  Each manufacturer shall 


employ a quality assurance program for evaluating and 


controlling recycled plastic material used in the 


manufacture of plastic drums to ensure the following: 


 


(1) Sorting and cleaning used plastic material and 


identification of resins.  Only resins prepared and 


evaluated under the manufacturer’s quality assurance 


program and determined to be suitable for use may be 


used in drum manufacture.  All recycled material 


selected for use must be cleaned in a manner that 


removes residue from prior lading. 


 


(2) Batching.  For purposes of this approval, a batch 


of resin from recycled material is not more than 


50,000 pounds of resin that has been sorted and 


selected as detailed in the manufacturer’s quality 


assurance program and is identified regard to – 


 


(a) Source of the recycled material (e.g., 


drums, intermediate bulk containers, etc.) and 


description of the sorting process; 


 


(b) Previous lading of recycled containers, 


including identification of hazardous materials, 


if applicable; 


 


(c) Results of the resin specifications set 


forth in paragraph c.(4) below. 


 


(3) Rejection of unsuitable material.  The 


manufacturer may not use a resin from recycled 


material which – 
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(a) Is made from containers which previously 


contained a Division 6.1 material; 


 


(b) Does not conform to the resin specifications 


set forth in paragraph c.(4) below; 


 


(c) Is otherwise determined to be unsuitable 


under the manufacturer’s quality assurance 


program. 


 


(4) Resin Specifications  


 


(a) Each manufacturer shall verify that each 


batch of recycled plastics material has the 


proper melt flow rate, density, and tensile 


strength, consistent with that of the design type 


manufactured from such recycled material.  This 


evaluation shall be conducted in accordance with 


the following standards: 


 


 Melt Flow Rate – ASTM D-123 8-95, Standard 


Test Method for Flow Rate of Thermoplastics 


by Extrusion Plastometer. 


 


 Density – ASTM DI 505-85, Standard Test 


Method for Density of Plastics by Density-


Gradient Technique; or ASTM D 792-91, 


Standard Test Method for Density and 


Specific Gravity (Relative Density) of 


Plastics by Displacement. 


 


 Tensile Yield Strength – ASTM D 638-95, 


Standard Test Method for Tensile Properties 


of Plastics. 


 


(b) Each batch of resin must demonstrate – 


 


(i) A melt index (HMLI), when tested in 


accordance with ASTM D-1238 at 21.6 kg. and 


190°C, that does not exceed the ranges 


specified below: 


 


 Recycled resin with an HLMI range of < 4 


must be within ± 1.5 grams per 10 minutes, 
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 Recycled resin with an HLMI range of ≥ 4 < 


8 must be within ±2 grams per 10 minutes, 


or 


 


 Recycled resin with an HLMI range of > 8 ≤ 


12 must be within ±2.5 grams per 10 


minutes; 


 


(ii)  A density, when tested in accordance 


with either ASTM D1505-85 or D-792-91, 


within the range of .96 ± 0.02 g/cc. 


 


(iii) The following tensile properties when 


tested in accordance with ATSM D-638: 


 


 A tensile yield strength of at least 2800 


psi; and 


 An elongation at break of at least 75%. 


 


(5) Manufacture of drums using recycled material 


 


(a) Performance Testing 


 


Performance testing must be conducted as required 


by Part 178, Subpart M at the appropriate packing 


group level.  In addition to the design testing 


and periodic retesting that is currently 


performed on all drums, drums made with recycled 


resin must be subjected to and pass the tests as 


detailed in Table I at a frequency of one drum, 


per mold, per shift:

(i) The statement “Not for food or drink”, 


unless otherwise authorized by a Federal 


Governmental agency; 


 


(ii) The letters “REC” which indicates the 


drum is manufactured from recycled material. 


 


d. Documentation and Record Retention:  In addition to 


the record retention requirements of 49 CFR 178.601(l), 


each manufacturer shall maintain for as long as a drum is 


produced and for two years thereafter, and make available 


upon request by DOT representatives at the manufacturing 


facility, the following information: 


 


(1) A copy of the manufacturer’s quality assurance 


program. 


 


(2) For each resin used in the manufacture of a 


drum – 


 


(a) The source of the recycled material (e.g., 


drums, intermediate bulk containers, etc.) and 


description of the sorting process; 


 


(b) Previous lading of recycled containers, 


including identification of hazardous materials, 


if applicable; 
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(c) Results of resin specifications set forth in 


paragraph c.(4) above. 


 


6. SPECIAL PROVISIONS:   


 


a. A copy of this approval must be maintained and made 


available for examination at each location where 


manufacturing, testing, or marking of packaging is 


conducted in accordance with this approval.  


 


b. Notwithstanding the provisions of this approval, a UN 


marking placed on a packaging constitutes the 


manufacturer’s certification that the packaging is capable 


of meeting all applicable UN performance testing 


requirements of 49 CFR Part 178, Subpart M.

Each module is constructed from 


multiple units of lithium ion cells which meet the UN test 


requirements for Class 9 lithium ion batteries.  The 


modules and assemblies have not been tested in accordance 


with UN lithium battery test requirements but are capable 


of meeting similar test requirement.
